New approach to HIV treatment could save 10 million lives, says UN report

13 July 2010 7 A new United Nations report says that a radically simplified approach to ensuring access to
HIV treatment for everyone who needs it could prevent 10 mi llion deaths by 2025 and 1 million new
infections annually.

The so -called Treatment 2.0 , says the Joint UN Programme on HIV/AIDS ( UNAIDS ), could lower the cost of
treatment, simplify treatment regimens, ease the burden on health systems, and improve the quality of life
for people living with HIV and their families.

Secondly, evidence suggests that people living with HIV who have reduced the level of virus in their bodies,
through antiretroviral therapy, are less likely to transmit it. As a result, UNAIDS says that if everyone in need
has access to treatment, this could reduce the number of new HIV infections by one third annually.

The report also urges slashing the cost of antiretroviral treatment, especially for hospitalization and
monitoring treatment, which can cost twice as much as drugs.

Fourth, UNAIDS stresses the need to improve voluntary HIV testing and counselling, since starting treatment
at the right time, optimally when their CD4 count I a measure of immune system strength I is around 350,
boosts the efficacy of treatment an d increases life expectancy.

Lastly, Treatment 2.0 will be fully successful if communities are mobilized and involved in managing
treatment programmes and access.

The report also shows that young people are leading the prevention revolution, with 15 of the most severely
affected countries reporting a 25 per cent drop in HIV prevalence among this key population.

Mangrove loss outpacing destruction of land -based forests, UN reports

Mangroves Cut in forest

14 July 2010 i Despite restoration efforts by some countries, mangroves are being lost at a rate three to four
times higherthan land-based forests, with one fifth of all of the worl
in the past three decades, according to a new United Nations report.

Mangrove losses have slowed to 0.7 per cent annually, but the authors of the new atlas T the first global
assessment of mangroves in more than a decade T warn that any further destruction due to shrimp farming
and coastal development will result in significant economic and ecological declines.

Mangroves i forests straddling land and sea T are be lieved to generate up to $9,000 per hectare, a strong
argument in favour of mangrove management, protection and restoration.

The global area of mangroves, some 150,000 square kilometers, is equivalent to the area of Suriname or half
of the Philippines.

Todaydés discussion, held in connection with the humaniUNari an
Economic and Social Council ( ECOSOC), highlighted the need to keep in mind the needs of specific groups in

vulnerable situations, especially women and children, drawing on lessons learned from the response to the 12

January earthquake in Haiti.

Ms. Kang noted that the various monitoring and technical cooperation mechanisms, collectively known as the
special procedures, can contribute to the protection needs of populations in emergencies and post -crisis
situations in a number of ways.

The special procedures consist of experts such as special rapporteurs, special representatives, independent
experts or working groups who are entrusted by the UN Human Rights Council with examining, monitoring
and publ icly reporting on human rights situations in specific countries or on major rights issues, and do so in
an independent and unpaid capacity.

The thematic work of the special procedures, Ms. Kang pointed out, can provide legal, policy and operational
guidan ce for humanitarian actors to ensure the protection of the rights of people affected by emergencies.

They can also provide timely response and expertise on such issues as displacement, access to goods and
services, housing, freedom of movement, missing pe rsons, and the right to life. In addition, they can raise
awareness about specific protection concerns and provide technical support during emergencies.

For example, mandate -holders on slavery, sale of children, trafficking, and violence against children played an
important role in drawing attention to the increased risk faced by unaccompanied and separated children in
Haiti to being abducted, enslaved, sold or trafficked due to increased insecurity following the earthquake.

Rashida Manjoo, the Special Ra  pporteur on Violence against Women, said it is a well known fact that complex
humanitarian emergencies and natural disasters have a differential impact on men and women.

AWomen and children, particularly girls, of tceasthesrigrdtot hei r f un
physical integrity and to a life free from violence, directly threatened in humanitarian emergencies and in
post-di saster situations, o0 she told the meeting.

Mr. Supachai Panitchpakdi, Secretary -General, UNCTAD, in his statement at the launch of the report, at
Geneva said that this year, the twentieth edition of the WIR focuses on investing in a low -carbon
economy : it examines, in particular, the role that transnational corporations can play in supporting the

The climate change negotiations in Copenhagen in
2009 centered on targets for emissions and the costs of climate change mitigation a nd adaptation. As
UNCTAD reported in its Trade and Development Report last year, we believe that there are opportunities for

Firstt t he outl ook for FDI flows in the short to medium term i
Second , governments the world over are rebalancing their approach to FDI promotion, with an increasingly
closer scrutiny and regulation of FDI inflows, albeit wi th the continuation of long -standing trends towards
liberalization.
UNCTAD estimates that in 2009 low -carbon FDI flows into three key low -carbon business areas (renewables,
recycling and manufacturing of products related to environmental technology) alon e amounted to $90 billion.

The potential for cross  -border low -carbon investment is therefore enormous, as the world transitions to a low -
carbon economy.

While a large number of developing countries are not major greenhouse gas (GHG) emitters, attracting low -
carbon foreign investment and technology still offers opportunities for them. Benefits could include

strengthened productive capacities, enhanced export competitiveness, a contribution to global climate change

mitigation and an acceleration of their ow n transition to a low -carbon economy, which is imperative in the

long term.

Policymakers need to maximize the benefits and minimize the risks of low -carbon foreign investment but this
is not straightforward, especially since most developing countries hav e little experience in this area. In
addition, national strategies to promote low -carbon foreign investment and related technology dissemination
need to be coordinated with climate change and investment policies at the international level. However, many
developing countries lack financial resources and institutional capabiliies to do this effectively. An
international support structure is thus essential.

Against this background, UNCTAD is proposing a global partnership to coordinate synergies between
inv estment and climate change policies to promote low -carbon foreign investment. The key elements of the
partnership would include:

Establishing clean -investment promotion strategies.

Enabling the dissemination of clean technology.

Project Goal:

fiTo promote and safeguard the rights and lawful entittements of all, particularly the vulnerable segments of

the society, by institutionalizing a community - supported Alternative Dispute Resolution (ADR) mechanism
trough the entity of Musalihat Anjuman ( MA) 0.

Project Objectives:
To constitute and mobilize Musalihat Anjumans in all Unions Councils in the selected districts (under
Section 102, LGO 2001);
A Capacity building of Musalihat Anjumans through MASS (Musalihat A njuman Support Services) to
dispense gender justice at the community level;
A To establish partnerships between judiciary, police and Musalihat Anjuman for accountable, fair and
equitable dispensation of justice;
A Community advocacy for legal rights of women, and menés role in ending violence.

Project Progress:

i) Policy Level Achievements:

A Consensus developed amongst provinces to retain and provide adequate legal cover to Musalihat
Anjumans in their revised Local Government laws. All four provincial government s have formally
agreed to retain the Musalihat Anjumans during the interim period starting from the dissolution of
current local governments and leading to the next local government elections.

A Rules of Business (RoBs) have been developed after consensus a nd notified for MAs in all four
Provinces. The Project is providing technical back -stopping, inputs and following up with the Provinces
regarding the future role and shape of MAs. The province of Gilgit -Baltistan, FATA (through Governor

A The project has d eveloped extensive linkages with the judiciary to ensure integration of the institution
of Musalihat Anjuman and the Alternate Dispute Resolution (ADR) at the policy level. As a result of

these endeavors, not only that the importance of Musalihat Anjumans and the ADR has been
recognized at the highest levels but the superior judiciary is actively promoting these concepts as
well.

Policy Making Implementatio n Workshop organized by the Supreme Court of Pakistan (SCP) on July 4

As a
result, 297 District & Session Judges, Addl. District Judges, Civil Judges and Senior Civil Judges h ave
been trained thus far in Alternate Dispute Resolution.

A Informative boards, outlining the procedure of availing the services of Musalihat Anjumans have been
displayed at the district courts in Punjab and Balochistan, at the request of the respective district
judiciary. Courts have also referred hundreds of under -trail cases to MAs in selected districts in

Balochistan, Sindh and Punjab.

iv) Partnership with Police:

A As a result of the projectos plieectiven daves beerp issued tohPolitceh e p ol
Department by Provincial Police Officers in Balochistan, Khyber Pakhtunkhwa and Punjab for
supporting the Project in institutionalizing Musalihat Anjumans and referral of cases.

A Informative boards, outlining the proce dure of availing the services of Musalihat Anjumans, have been
displayed at the police stations in Balochistan, at the request of the police.

A Extensive training on referrals of cases to Musalihat Anjumans and human rights are planned for the

Police by the Project in its extension phase (2010 -13). This would include developing curriculum,
ToTs, trainings of district/sub - district police officials at the Police Training Academies.

A Police have referred several cases to Musalihat Anjumans for amicable settlement in Balochistan,
Punjab & Sindh.

v) Capacity Building Efforts:
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The Project successfully completed the capacity building trainings in all districts. Since October 2006.

More than 15,000 stakeholders have been trained on gender sensitization, legal literacy, monitoring,
computer skills and record keeping. The trainees included: UC Nazims and Naib Nazims, UC
secretaries, female elected representatives, MA members, police, etc. More than 100 master trainers

pool has been developed by the Project in all Province s, includes: Government officials, members of
CSOs, Academia, Community, etc.

The Project has provided computers with allied accessories, record keeping registers, stationery,
awareness raising and training materials, etc. to all districts for smooth fu nctioning, disputes
reporting and record keeping.

Additional trainings and capacity building efforts underway at Federal (NCRD, MTRI, FJA) & Provincial

Training Academies (LG, Police, Judiciary) as well as for the stakeholders at the grassroots level,

including Musaleheen, UC staff, district judiciary, police, and government officials.

Several inputs for capacity building, strengthening and vision -setting of MOLG&RD & LG Departments
have been completed.

Trainings on gender, legal literacy and record keeping have been
conducted for UC Nazims , UC Secretaries, women elected repre-
sentatives, MA members, police, etc

vi) Advocacy & Communication Efforts:

The projec t conducted awareness campaigns on the national media, including: PTV, ARY, Geo, ATV,

FM 100 & 101, local cable networks, school & college level campaigns, stage theater, electronic and

print media campaigns, aimed at conveying the role of the Musalihat An jumans & ADR and also
motivating the people to utilize MAs for amicable, efficient, effective and free of cost settlements of

their disputes. Several advocacy materials (posters, brochures, leaflets, etc.) have been developed

and distributed to the stakeho Iders as well.

Project has developed and regularly maintaining a web -portal ( www.gjtmap.gov.pk ) which serves as a
knowledge management tool, advocacy & awareness raising about its efforts and for dissemination of
information. Eminent national & international scholars, jurists and ADR experts have contributed

articles and materials for this novel web -site in the country. This is presently being re -formulated and
will be launched shortly.
District level monitoring, ¢ oordination, advocacy, and technical back -stopping platforms have been

notified in all 20 districts known as Musalihat Anjuman Justice Advocates. This platform meets

quarterly to assess progress of MAs and seek support from the district level agencies and
implementing partners. In Punjab & Sindh District Governments have allocated cost -sharing funds for
this important platform.
