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This Humanitarian Update covers the period from13 to 26 May 2010. The next Update will be issued on or around 11 June. 

 
 

HIGHLIGHTS/KEY PRIORITIES 

 Preparations are underway as water 
from the Hunza Lake is expected to 
overflow within next 48 hours. 

 An inter-agency vulnerability 
assessment of IDPs has profiled over 
7,000 families in two weeks.  

SITUATION OVERVIEW 
 

Hunza Lake  
 

The lake created by the landslide in Hunza at 
the start of the year is expected to overflow 
within the next 48 hours.   To control the 
overflow, engineers have completed a spillway 
which, it is estimated, will be sufficient to 
channel the flowing waters.  
A landslide on 4

th
 January 2010 created the 

lake, which is now 20km long and more than 
350ft deep.  It blocked the Hunza River and 
submerged more than 20 kilometres parts of 
the Karakoram Highway, leaving over 25,000 
people in Upper Hunza cut off from the rest of 
the country. The government authorities have 
been delivering basic supplies by boat and 
helicopter.

If the lake does overflow, as is expected, 
authorities estimate a further 25,000 people 
downstream will also be affected.  
 

So far more than 2,500 families (approx. 
20,000 individuals) have been evacuated as a 
precautionary measure. 1,424 of them 
(approx.12,000 individuals) are living in 23 
camps, while the rest are living with host 
communities.

Federal and provincial authorities are leading 
the relief response.  
 

On 17
th
 May the UN launched a Multi-Cluster 

mission to Hunza to assess needs and gaps if 
assistance is required.  So far UN Agencies 
have supplied a broad range of relief items 
including WASH NFIs, temporary shelters, NFI 
Kits, rub halls to store goods, emergency health 
kits along with transportation of these items to 
the affected region.  
 
Vulnerability assessment 
 

An inter-agency vulnerability assessment is 
now in its second week in the Peshawar valley.  
The pilot project is to last a month, and so far 
59 enumerators have profiled more than 7,200 
households.   
 

The assessment will help improve the targeting 
of humanitarian assistance to IDPs. A 
communication campaign to raise awareness of 
the project is being carried out through radio 
and community focal points.  10 agencies have 
contributed their resources to the assessment. 
 
Displacements  
 

The registration of IDPs resumed on 13 May in 
the Togh Sarai Camp, in Hangu.  Since then 
some 236 families have been registered.  The 
number of IDPs from Orakzai and Kurram living 
in the camp now stands at 892 families 
(Approx. 5,156 individuals  

However, for the rest of Hangu and also for 
Kohat registration of IDPs remains suspended. 
It was initially stopped following a suicide bomb 
attack at an IDP registration point in Kohat on 
17 April.  
 

So in total, there are currently 44,965 families 
(Approx. 328,244 individuals) from Orakzai and 
Kurram Agencies registered in Kohat and 
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Hangu, according to the Office of 
Commissioner Afghan Refugees (CAR), of 
these NADRA has verified 33,640 families 
(approx. 245,572 Individuals).    
 

The Composition of IDPs in Camps on the Basis 
of Origin 

The overall IDP population in camps in Khyber 
Pakhtunkhwa (KPK) stands at 24,298 families, 
or 124,301 individuals. There are 9 camps 
operating, Jalozai remains the largest camp 
with 105,605 individuals.  
 

The registration of IDPs from South Waziristan 
living in D I Khan and Tank concluded on 15 
May.  These people were already living in the 
two districts but lots of them had previously not 
been registered. The total number of registered 
and verified IDPs from South Waziristan now 
stands at 42,853.

A technical and legal mission of the Saudi Fund 
for Development (SFD) visited Pakistan to 
discuss the allocation of the Kingdomôs 
generous US$100 million pledge to provide 
assistance to Internally Displaced People 
(IDPs) in Pakistan.  
 

HUMANITARIAN NEEDS AND GAPS 
 

WASH services such as water supply, waste 

management and sanitation are needed for 

new and existing off-camp IDPs in Hangu 

District.  

HUMANITARIAN RESPONSE 
 

Protection and Camp Coordination and 
Camp Management (CCCM) 

275 Child Friendly Spaces and Child Protection 
Centres are functional in camps and places of 
origin providing services to 121,036 children 
(60,439 boys and 48,140 girls) and 12457 
women in KPK.  

 

Emergency Shelter and Non-Food Items 

In Swat, 6,159 temporary shelters have been 
handed over to returnees.  2,557 of these have 
been occupied. The number of shelters needed 
in Swat is 13,742. 
 
Food Security 

The food clusterôs May-cycle distribution has so 
far provided more than 1 million beneficiaries 
with almost 15,000 metric tons of mixed food 
commodities. 
 

After phasing-out the provision of relief 
assistance to IDPs from Swat and Buner in 
April, those still displaced from these areas are 
now being assessed in for residual vulnerability 
in the aforementioned IDP profiling pilot.  
 
 

Following their introduction in March, food-
based early recovery interventions continued 
throughout April.  However, due to funding 
constraints only 166,000 participants or just 40 
percent of the planned caseload were reached. 
These activities were carried out in 5 FATA 
Agencies and 5 KPK districts.

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Water, Sanitation and Hygiene (WASH) 

 

Muslim Aid has completed its DFID funded 
Project in Swat. It rebuilt three water supply 
systems and 18 sanitation schemes; it installed 
26 pumps and 10 public latrines, and 
distributed 3,300 hygiene kits. 

 

 

Health 

A total of over 144,000 patient consultations 
(59% women, 41% men) were reported through 
the disease early warning system in 11 districts 
hosting IDPs.  Twenty five percent of the 
consultations were for children less than five 
years of age. Over 1,800 women were given 
ante natal care.  
 

There are 12 health facilities in IDP camps 
which reported 11,790 patient consultations. 
 

Over 4,000 cases related to reproductive health 
were treated at nine health facilities supported 
by UNFPA in Tank, D I Khan, Swat and Lower 
Dir.  

 

Education 

The Cluster provided supplies to schools in 
Bajaur on the request of the Provincial 
Education Department.  The supplies include 
56 school tents, 224 plastic mats, 35 School-In-
a-Box kits, 56 black boards and 2,800 school 
bags. 

 
Nutrition 
The Nutrition Cluster screened 20,430 children 
and 12,010 pregnant and lacting women (PLW) 
for their nutrition status in six IDP camps and 
ten districts affected by IDPs crisis.  

Nearly 1,290 (570 boys 720 girsl) and 616 
PLWs were found suffering from Moderate 
Acute Malnorishment (MAM) and were entered 
into the Supplementary Feeding Program 
(SFP), while 889 children and 161 PLWs were 

discharged from the programme after 
treatment.  
 

Another 351 severe acute malnourished 
children (209 girls 142 boys) were admitted to  
the Outpatient Thereauputic Programme. Thirty 
nine cases of severe malnourished children 
with complications were treated at stabilisation 
centres. 

   

Agriculture 

The FAO, under the European Food Facility 
Project has so far distributed maize, rice, 
pulses, sorghum and vegetable seeds to over 
19,000 vulnerable families in Lower Dir, Buner, 
Shangla, Swabi and Battagram .  
 

The organisation also distributed maize, rice 
and vegetable seed with fertilisers to over 
6,500 food insecure farming households in 
Swat, Lower Dir, Shangla and Buner.  
 

In another project, maize, rice and vegetable 
seeds are being distributed to 13,600 poor 
farmer households in Lower Dir, Swat, 
Shangla, Buner and Bajaur.  
 

Oxfam GB trained 5,000 beneficiary families on 
animal husbandry. The group had also received 
8,805 goats, 140 cows, 14 bulls along with 
animal feed.  

 

Community Restoration  

Concern International arranged vocational and 
skills training for 60 men and 40 women in 
Swat. It also formed 23 community based 
organizations in Swat. Forty six local 
community activists were trained to effectively 
run these organizations. Concern also 
completed the design and cost of 12 
community based infrastructure schemes in 
Swat. Construction is due to start next week.  

 

International Committee of the Red Cross 
(ICRC) and the Pakistan Red Crescent 
Society (PRCS) 

In the past two weeks ICRC/PRCS have 
distributed 6,834 food packages and some 
2,501 NFI kits to IDPs in Hangu, Swat, and 
Khyber Agency and in Pitao Camp.  

The PRCS has registered 20,275 families in 
Hangu living with host communities. 

In Lower Dir, 173 IDP families are staying in 
Sadbar Kalay Camp, 681 families (including 
unregistered) are in Samar Bagh, and Khungi 
Shah Camp shelters 906 households.
